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NGC 3627 February 2013 
NGC 3627 is a spiral galaxy located about 30 million light years 
from Earth. A survey of 62 galaxies with Chandra revealed that 
many of these galaxies contained supermassive black holes that 
previously were undetected. This study showed the value of X-ray 
observations for finding central black holes that have relatively low 
er masses, as is the case for NGC 3627. This composite image of 
NGC 3627 includes data from Chandra (blue), Spitzer (red), as well 
as optical data from Hubble and the Very Large Telescope (yellow). 
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
